seminars became aware of the quality of their prtedand of the best marketing strategies. The
participation to international meetings (fairs, tparship seminars, conferences) enabled them to
familiarize themselves with the most recent productechnologies and with the general status of the
sector at the international level.

The main BIOLFISH event allowed producers to comeantact with the main international buyers,

thus favouring commercial possibilities. For examm@ll Croatian wine and honey exhibited at the
BIOLFISH event were sold for a good price with coomrbuyers question: where we can buy these
products in Italy? The presence of wholesalers mmtesentatives of the seafood and olive oil
markets represented an appointment of great impmetan this age of global economy. Worth

mentioning is that on BIOLFISH event participatezpresentatives of buyers from Germany, the
USA, Japan, Saudi Arabia and many Mediterraneantdes (unfortunately, excluding Croatia).

The advertising and promotional activities, carrad in many ways (press releases, creation of a
catalogue of the BIOLFISHbroducts, website and participation to fairs) adtkeithe producers the
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advantage of becoming known in an internationalleir

Consumers, being another important Project targetiy benefited from the activities of the
informative front offices through provision of rdgu information on the quality of the local
productions. Moreover, they were able to partia@pt the courses on nutritional and organoleptic
characteristics as well as to local seminars. Teguigition of knowledge about the quality of
products featured in BIOLFISH allowed them to malgpropriate decision with full awareness in
regard to alimentation. Moreover, the BIOLFISH dvgave consumers the possibility to participate
in cultural initiatives having to do with earth,ramlture, olive growing and aquaculture.

Finally, international buyers were allowed to halrect contact with a large variety of producerd an
an even larger variety of products. They had tlmsion to do business with the seafood and olive oi
producers of the various Adriatic regions partitipg in the project. The familiarity with the many
varieties and characteristics of olive oil and eedfproductions allowed the buyers to choose those
products that are more adapted to the demand®fréspective markets. For that matter BIOL 2008
competition for the first time included personsnfir&ermany, the USA and Japan in its international
board of judges besides traditional representafioes Mediterranean countries.

Ivetac (Pula) and G. Siljan (Pula).

At the same time two new organic producers of sliwere registered in Project area South: S. Vukas
(Ponikve) and D. Mlinaric (Cesvinica) and one oligggroducer in aquaculture (Marikultura Vukas,
Ston). These three producers were first organidymers ever registered in CDN.

Moreover, Dubravko Vukas from Ston has receivectisp®BIOLFISH prize “for his contribution to
the protection of local traditions in agriculturadaaquaculture, through the production of organic
oysters, olive oil and wine”.

Therefore, it was impossible to
organize refreshments from one provider so it carstated that there was no procurement above
